At the October 10, 2007 board meeting, Director Ball informed the Board that he had
been in contact with the County Auditor concerning the District’s past audit issues.
Following the Board meeting I coordinated a meeting between the County Auditor, the
BCVWD Finance and Audit Committee, myself and Mr. Branchflower to discuss the
situation related to the District’s audits. Attached is a copy of the memorandum I
submitted to the Auditor and the Audit Committee. It includes the current District
(independent) auditor’s (MHM) recommendation letter to hire Mr. Branchflower to
complete a number of things that should be done prior to the audits being performed. I
also included Mr. Branchflower’s letter updating the District’s Board related to his work
for the District.

The outcome of the meeting with the County Auditor was that there should be a meeting
between Mr. Branchflower and the MHM group to develop a work plan for completion of
the audits. Mr. Branchflower scheduled a meeting for Monday November 5, 2007 at the
County building. Staff will update the Board on the outcome of the work plan meeting at
the November 14, 2007 regular meeting.

Subject: Back Audits

When I returned to the District in December of 1999 I was presented with major financial
problems associated with the fact that the previous administration/Board had spent or
contracted to spend all reserves on various projects leaving the District with very little
cash reserve. One of the projects was the purchase of a new computer system for all
aspects of the District’s commercjal/financial operations. This purchase occurred in the
latter part of 1999 (August/ September). The need was evident as the old system was not
Y2K compatible. When I returned to the District in December 1999 I found that the new
system was stored in crates and boxes in the back room having not been installed in
preparation of the new millennium. The old system failed 3 days into the New Year.

With the change in administration there was also an evolution in the staff: one senior staff
member retired in the first few days of 2000 while a second went on medical leave
(ultimately she resigned). This left the District with one semi-experienced office worker
(a part time college student/ employee) along with two new temporary personnel.

Prior to the employee that went on medical leave resigning, she closed out the 1999 year.
I called in the independent auditors to audit calendar year 1999. The audit was to
commence in January. I was notified in March that there were significant issues with the
way the months had been closed in 1999 (prior to my return to the District). The anditors
also submitted their resignation declining to undertake the audit for 1999. The Board then
hired Mr. Branchflower to perform the 1999 audit.

In dealing with the issues in closing the months in 1999 the audit was late and took
several months to complete. This is where the audit problems actually began; however
this issue was only a small part of the problem as it would later be known. Far and away
the major reason for the District’s current position with three late audits can be best
explained by the issues related to the computer system that was purchased in 1999,

1. First and foremost was that the system that was purchased was not windows
compatible. This limits the current day programmer’s ability to complete the
software installation as most do not have experience with this UNIX based
software.

2. Second, the company where the new system was purchased (Mission
Management) ceased to exist before the new system was operational.



The system’s incompatibility, the ceasing of existence of the Mission Management Inc.
and the financial restrictions caused by past overspending limited the District’s capability
to replace the non-functioning system. During part of the New Year, water billings and
expenses were done manually with the use of spreadsheet programs (Excel) on personal
computers which further complicated the ability for an independent audit. Numerous
programmers were hired in an attempt to render the system, purchased in 1999, fully
functional.

With the rapid growth that has occurred in the District in the past five or so years, the
District’s financial situation improved to the point where a new computer system could
be purchased and implemented. In keeping with California State audit requirements and
with the retirement of the District’s past auditor, the District hired Mayer, Hoffman,
McCann P.C. (MHM) to perform the outstanding audits. Attachment 1 is a letter from the
current auditor suggesting the rehiring of Mr. Branchflower as a financial consultant to
prepare for the audits. Mr. Branchflower has accepted the financial consulting position
and is in the process of completing the work requested by MHM. Attachment 2 is a letter
from Mr. Branchflower that was presented to the Board of Directors of the District at its
regular October Board meeting updating the Board on his progress with the tasks outlined
by MHM. Please note that Mr. Branchflower indicates he is on tract to finish his work by
January 1, 2008 at which time HMH will commence the audits 2004, 2005, 2006, and
2007.

The District has grown significantly in the last 5 years to the point that, once the financial
status of the District was corrected, the District was in need of a new headquarters as it
had outgrown the old building. Recognizing this, the District began construction of a new
headquarters with expanded capabilities that provide for additional work space for new
personnel. The new headquarters is scheduled to be completed by Christmas 2007 which
will allow the District to hire a permanent in-house controller.

L. General ledger cash balances as of 12/31/04, 12/31/05, and 12/31/06 appear to be significantly
different from the list of reconciled bank balances and outstanding investments as of that same
date. Mr. Branchflower’s analytical skills and significant familiarity with your system will be
very helpful in resolving these discrepancies.

2. The new accounting system appears to have been set up incorrectly by the District in 2005, For
example, when & customer is billed for water, the system appears to automatically debit Revenue
and credit Accounts Receivable, which is the reverse of what should have been recorded. Ending
balances from 2004 do not agree to certain beginning balances for 2005. An example of the
unusual balances noted during our preliminary review of the 2005 general ledger are as follows:

Cash — negative $727k

Accounts receivable — negative $1M

Inventory — negative $4.9M

Reimbursement payables — negative $293k

Domestic water sale revenue — negative $1M

Consumption charges (expense) — negative $2.3M
