SUBJECT: Review of Director’s Per Diem Fees

Recommendation

Staff recommends that the Board of Directors review the per diem fees as required by the
District’s Policies and Procedures.

Background/Discussion

The Board of Directors are compensated at a rate of $200 per meeting per Ordinance 2007-
01 (See attached). On June 9, 2010 the Board of Directors unanimously voted to voluntarily
reduce this amount by a 10% for as long as the Furlough Program is in place. Section 16B
of Part Il of the District’s Policies and Procedures require that the per diem fees be reviewed
by the Board annually in October of each year with any increase, if any, to be effective
January 1% of the next year.

Fiscal Impact

Assuming each board member attends and requests payment for each regularly scheduled
board meeting and two members attend each Finance & Audit meeting, the minimum
financial impact would be $16,800 per year. Any change in policy or attendance of other
meeting in accordance with Section 16 of the Policies and Procedures Manual would result in
a proportionate impact to the general fund.

ORDINANCE OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE
BEAUMONT-CHERRY VALLEY WATER DISTRICT PROVIDING FOR
COMPENSATION OF MEMBERS OF THE
BOARD OF DIRECTORS

THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE BEAUMONT-CHERRY VALLEY
WATER DISTRICT, RIVERSIDE COUNTY, CALIFORNIA, DOES ORDAIN as
follows:

Section 1. Purpose. This Ordinance is enacted pursuant to Section 20200 et seq.
of the Water Code of California.

Section 2. Compensation and Operative Date.

A. Each Director shall receive $200.00 compensation per day for each day's
service rendered at meetings or events specified in the Policy Statement entitled "Board
Member's Compensation and Expense Reimbursement" adopted this same date and as
amended from time to time, not exceeding a total of ten (10) days in any calendar month.

THE FOREGOING ORDINANCE was introduced at a meeting of the Board of
Directors of the Beaumont-Cherry Valley Water District held on December 12, 2007,
following a public hearing, notice of which was published in the Press Enterprise. This
Ordinance takes effect 60 days from and after the date of its passage.

SUBJECT: Redistricting of Divisional Boundaries in Response to the 2010 Census

Recommendation

Staff recommends adopting Resolution 2011-08, establishing new division boundaries.

Background

In accordance with Section 21605 of the California Water Code, the Board of Directors shall,
by resolution, adjust the boundaries of any divisions pursuant to Section 22000 of the
Elections Code. The Elections Code requires the Beaumont Cherry Valley Water District
(BCVWD) to adjust division boundaries of the elected Board of Directors after each Federal
Census to equalize the population as far as practicable. Data from the 2010 Census is now
available and shows a significant variance in population in the existing division boundaries.
The current total population as reported in the 2010 data is 43,116. As such, the average
population per division should be approximately 8,623 to provide for equal representation.

Staff has developed proposed boundaries to balance the population as close as reasonably
practicable to meet the average population goal and maintain the general concept of the
existing boundaries. Maps depicting the existing and proposed boundaries are attached to
this report.

The results of the division boundary adjustment have the following population distribution
statistics:

(d) No change in division boundaries may be made within 180 days preceding the
election of any director.

(e)(D) A change in division boundaries shall not affect the term of office of any director.

2 If division boundaries are adjusted, the director of the division whose boundaries
have been adjusted shall continue to be the director of the division bearing the
number of his or her division as formerly comprised until the office becomes
vacant by means of term expiration or otherwise, whether or not the director is a
resident within the boundaries of the division as adjusted.

® The successor to the office in a division whose boundaries have been adjusted shall
be a resident and voter of that division.

(9 A district is not required to adjust the boundaries of any divisions pursuant to this
section until after the 2000 federal decennial census.

(h) Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit or restrict a district from
adjusting the boundaries of any divisions whenever the governing body of the district
determines by a two-thirds vote of the governing body that a sufficient change in
population has occurred that makes it desirable in the opinion of the governing body
to adjust the boundaries of any divisions, or whenever any territory is added by or
excluded from the district.

The successor to the office in a division whose boundaries have been adjusted
shall be a resident and voter of that division.

A district is not required to adjust the boundaries of any divisions pursuant to this
section until after the 2000 federal decennial census.

Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit or restrict a district from
adjusting the boundaries of any divisions whenever the governing body of the
district determines by a two-thirds vote of the governing body that a sufficient
change in population has occurred that makes it desirable in the opinion of the
governing body to adjust the boundaries of any divisions, or whenever any
territory is added by or excluded from the district.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE BEAUMONT CHERRY VALLEY WATER
DISTRICT DESIGNATING NEW DIVISION BOUNDARIES

Water Code Section 21605

WHEREAS Water Code Section 21605(a) is a provision or Irrigation District Law and states that
an irrigation district’'s Board of Directors shall, by resolution, adjust the boundaries of any
division pursuant to Chapter 8 (commencing with Section 22000) of the Division 21 of the
Elections Code; and

WHEREAS, the Beaumont Cherry Valley Water District was authorized in accordance with
Irrigation District Law; and

WHEREAS, Election Code Section 22000(a) states that each district is required by its authorizing
act to adjust division boundaries pursuant to this section shall do so by resolution after each
federal decennial census, and using that census as a basis; and

WHEREAS, Election Code Section 22000(a) further states that the resulting division must be, as
far as practicable, equal in population and in compliance with Section 2 of the federal Voting
Rights Act; and

WHEREAS, the District is divided into five divisions and the Board of Directors now desire to
change the boundaries of those divisions in accordance with the census data and applicable law;
and

WHEREAS, the District has received and calculated new division boundaries nearly equal in
population as practicable based on the 2010 census data and the proposed new boundaries are
substantially in compliance with all requirements of the law; and

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of Directors of the Beaumont Cherry Valley Water
District as follows:

1. That the Board of Directors of the Beaumont Cherry Valley Water District, an
Irrigation District formed pursuant to the provisions of the Water Code, hereby
amends and changes the boundaries of its divisions as indicated on the map attached
and incorporated herein full by reference.

2. That the division boundaries indicated on the attached map hereto comply with the
requirement of the law and are as nearly equal in population as practicable based on
the 2010 census data.

3. That the Secretary of the District transmits to the County Clerks of Riverside and San
Bernardino Counties a certified copy of this Resolution.
